KidNote in the capital city, captivating the
audience with thoughts on how he brings

his beloved characters to life and answering
questions on his first and most recent works.

All totaled, 14,680 students from 559 classrooms
(pre-K through third grade) at 51 schools

across the state connected via livestream

or in person. Afterwards, 3,882 free copies

of Peter’s book, The Wild Robot on the Island,

were distributed to students and school libraries
